Romans 15:1-7
• “live in harmony” = “together… with one voice”
• “therefore” is the imperative action (the ‘how to’)
• “welcomed in Christ” = “glory to God.”

UNITY, NOT UNIFORMITY 

Unity stems from union, unify
• Based in commitment, convictions
• 1 Corinthians 12:12-14
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Uniformity, lacking variation or difference
• Latin: ‘uni’ (one)  + ‘forma’ (form)
• Based in form/appearance, not substance
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Proper Conclusion: 

Therefore, holding these together glorifies God

Only God could hold these together

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1. Difficult people/relationships are not a 
distraction from the beauty of the church.

Implications…

They are the main point.
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1 Peter 4:12-3

“Beloved, do not be surprised at the fiery ordeal 
among you, which comes upon you for your testing, 
as though some strange thing were happening to 
you; but to the degree that you share the sufferings 
of Christ, keep on rejoicing, so that also at 
the revelation of His glory you may rejoice with 
exultation.”

TRUTH #1.  INSISTENCE ON UNITY DISPLAYS THE

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Difficulties are the path to the glory of God

Luke 6:32-36

If you love those who love you, what credit is that to 
you? For even sinners love those who love 
them. 33 If you do good to those who do good to you, 
what credit is that to you? For even sinners do the 
same. 



TRUTH #1.  INSISTENCE ON UNITY DISPLAYS THE

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34 If you lend to those from whom you expect to 
receive, what credit is that to you? Even sinners 
lend to sinners in order to receive back the 
same amount. 35 But love your enemies, and do 
good, and lend, expecting nothing in return; and 
your reward will be great, and you will be sons of the 
Most High; for He Himself is kind to ungrateful and 
evil men. 36 Be merciful, just as your Father is 
merciful.

At the hands of the apostles many signs and wonders were 
taking place among the people […] 13 But none of the rest 
dared to associate with them; however, the people held 
them in high esteem. 14 And all the more believers in the 
Lord, multitudes of men and women, were constantly added 
to their number,

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Priority of the church (to Reflect God’s image)

Pleasure of the church (to Reconcile people to 
God)

Power of the church (to Reach people with God)

TRUTH #1.  INSISTENCE ON UNITY DISPLAYS THE 
GLORY OF GOD
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Thoughts to prayerfully consider…

1. If I believe the church has a primarily utility function (does 
for God and others), then what do I believe about perceived 
“failures” of others and the church? 

2. Do I believe that variation in the church on Tier 2, 3, 4 
issues is a sign of failure, weakness and disunity?  Or is it a 
sign that glorifying God holds a higher purpose in our 
hearts?

MAINTAINING UNITY THROUGH CHRIST 
ALONE
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TRUTH #2.  
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MERCY
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Mercy – to move forward towards the subject with 
the intention to alleviate suffering.

TRUTH #2.

The motive flows from conviction, not emotion.
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Big Question: How can I love ‘those’ people?
 
How can I love people that make me 
uncomfortable?

Christ Alone
• Obedience to Christ is the whole of the basis for our Christian fellowship

• “Tier 2 matters remain Tier 2 matters

• Be careful that it is not the “who is my neighbor?” attitude

• Not – God says ‘obey your parents…’ so now eat your dinner!

• And so if you see that the above statement is wrong, then you can see the “Any good 
Christian would…” attitude is wrong.

• Disunity over ecclesiastical structure?  No.  

• Over church discipline issues?  Yes.
